RHPOA Board Meeting  Minutes
Meeting called to order 6:05 present- Steve Schneider, Gary Sengbusch, Paul Kronbergs, Steve Smith, Gennaro Bonomo, Mary Lynn, Joe Koury, Matt Bettin, and Bob Richards.

Member Comments- Bob asked if the Board could send out a list of CCR’s in a concise format so members could be reminded of some things for the neighborhood.  The board will compile a list and send it out for review. 

Architectural Control Committee’s Report

· Garden type fences – The board asked the ACC to come back with a recommendation on language that would cover, non-permanent fencing to protect vegetation.

· The Point Lot 51A construction- Two issues; one is the propane tank and the owner will plant bushes to conceal the back side of the tank from being seen from the road.  The other is the back side of the pool and the exposed equipment that can be seen from the road.  The owner is proposing a wooden fence and that is in violation of the ACC guidelines.  The ACC will go back to the owner to recommend a screening material that is not wood.

Treasurer’s Report

· Loan payoff- the Board voted to pay off the loan for the note on the property that we purchased for the back gate, approximately $20,000.00, instead of continuing to pay the note and the interest.

· Funds on deposit as of 03/02/09 $145,753.05 with $15,000.00 construction deposits and $61,283.90 in the road fund reserve.

Property Manager

· LCRA road repair – Complete

· Culvert removals – working to identify the owners and send message out.

· Swimming pool service providers – The board voted and approved switching the pool service provider to Johnson Custom Pool, the property manager will determine a start date based on the contract with the old provider.  The property Manager will also solicit a bid for the drain cover to be replaced.  As of January 1 all public pools are required to have a child safe drain cover and we currently do not have one.

· Lawn maintenance service providers – still getting bids

· Outstanding assessments- collected $7,913.70 since the February meeting, $30,460.92 still outstanding.

· The board voted and approved to install a grinder pump at the new bathroom by the marina NTE $4,000.00.

Board Issues:

· Pool decking- Gennaro will get an estimate to repair the decking

· Approved legal contract to address POA interests involving the Gharbi bankruptcy.

· Marina bathroom – Voted that electricity will be paid for by RHPOA monthly

· Sunshine Camp Roofing- The board sent an email with a photo to the Sunshine camp about the color choice on the metal roof and they did not seem very concerned about the fact they selected such a bright silver roof.

· Community Workday – March 14 was approved and the landscape Committee will coordinate their efforts on this day.

· Spring wood chipper date- it was decided that we had one recently and we will pick a date later in the season.  We do still have mulch from the last chipper day and if no body uses it by 1 April we will take it and spread in around as weed control.

New Business

· Steve Smith brought up a concern about the safety of the swimming pool at the point lot 51A.  The rock lug around the back can very easily be walked on or someone could climb up since the pool level is 3 feet deep.  The lug is very high off the ground and could be dangerous if someone were to fall off.  The board decided that this is an individual owner’s responsibility and not the RHPOA..

· Steve Smith brought up a concern about the deer feeders in the neighborhood and made a recommendation that we restrict deer feeders to people who own acreage lots.  The board felt that this is an individual choice and not the business of the RHPOA.
