. Remodeling / Re-landscaping.

All additions, deletions, and changes must be approved by the Ridge Harbor
Architectural Control Committee (ACC) prior to commencement of any construction
activities. See Construction Approval Process, pg. 5.

. RH POA dues.

Each lot is assessed $572.00 per calendar year (2008) for maintenance of common
areas, and such fee is adjustable each year in accordance with the CCRs. Payment is
due January 1% of each year. In the event you do not receive and invoice, contact
RHPOA Property Manager. Lot owners are responsible for timely payment.

. Mailing or email address changes.
Please notify RHPOA Property Manager, in writing, of any changes.

. Reporting violations.
Please report all violations to RHPOA Property Manager either by telephone or in
writing.

. Bylaws and Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CCR).
Please review and familiarize yourself with these important documents.

Real estate signs.
The only approved sign for the neighborhood is a green and ivory corrugated plastic
sign, 12” x 21”. Only contact information, voice, email, website, etc. may be displayed,
no broker or agent names. Brochure boxes are not allowed as brochures may be
placed in the real estate information center at the front gate.
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1.Prior to any site work or construction activity, the lot / homeowner must contact RHPOA
Property Manager to obtain an application for construction of a new home, or to make any
changes to an existing home or lot including landscaping.

2.The lot / homeowner must complete the application and bring it to the pre-construction
meeting with the property manager along with two sets of construction drawings and
specifications, required materials samples and a check in the amount of $% &" &!((
payable to RH POA. $) &((!(( of the $% &"&!(( is a refundable deposit against any
uncorrected violations that may occur during the construction process. The remaining
$*("&!(( is a nonrefundable road maintenance fee. These funds are placed in the
reserve account for road repairs. Careful review of the CCR and these Guidelines, by the
homeowner, prior to submittal will expedite the process and maximize the amount of
deposit that will be refunded upon completion.

The lot/homeowner must obtain a + ,+ - + . from Sherri Curry so all
construction contractors and subs can be provided that code for all their construction
purposes. Contact Sherri at 830 693-8327.

3. A fee of $150.00, which will placed in the road fund, is required for all remodeling
and/or re-landscaping applications with a total cost of $10,000.00 or greater. Applications
for projects costing less than $10,000.00 do not require a fee, but the application must be
submitted for approval prior to commencement of any construction activity.

4.The Property Manager will review the submittal for accuracy and completeness. In the
event that any questions or deficiencies arise, the Property Manager will request in writing
that the applicant provide corrected or additional information.

5.Upon satisfactory review, the Property Manager will date stamp the submittal and
forward it to the designated ACC member.

6. From the date the Property Manager date stamps the lot / homeowner’s application, the
ACC is allowed up to 30 days from receipt of all required information to review the
submittal. Any questions or necessary revisions will be transmitted from the ACC to the
Property Manager in writing. The Property Manager will then send a written request to
the lot / homeowner for clarification or revisions. The ACC is allowed up to an additional
30 days from the date of the date stamp by the Property Manager each time revisions are
made or additional information is requested. The ACC will review all submittals as quickly
as possible.

7. Once the submittal is approved the ACC will send written notification to the Property
Manager who will then notify the lot / property owner in writing.
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8. On behalf of the residents of Ridge Harbor and the Ridge Harbor POA Board of
Directors, the ACC and Property Manager will monitor the construction process to insure

compliance with the CCR.

The Ridge Harbor Property Owners Association Architectural Control Committee (ACC) is
established by the Ridge Harbor Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions
(CCR) as recorded in the real property records of Burnet County, Texas. The ACC functions
to oversee the uniform plan of the development of the Ridge Harbor Subdivision. The Ridge
Harbor Property Owners Association Architectural Control Committee must approve all new
construction and all changes to existing homes or property including but not limited to pools,
fountains, gazebos, walls, fences and landscaping in Ridge Harbor.

Approval by the ACC must be obtained prior to commencement of any construction activities.
Specific and detailed information must be provided to the ACC regarding planned
improvements. The information requested for this application is the minimum requirement,
and additional information may be requested.

Any construction or revisions that occur prior to written approval by the ACC may be
requested to be removed. Failure to remove any nonconforming improvements upon written
notice from the ACC will subject the lot / homeowner to a $50.00 per day assessment. The
ACC has the authority to obtain a court order to require the removal of unauthorized
improvements. If a court order becomes necessary, the lot / homeowner will be assessed
damages in an amount not less than $5,000.00, attorney’s fees, costs of the lawsuit,
assessments, fees, and all other applicable costs.

The ACC'’s function is to enforce the rules and regulations of the RH POA regarding the
planned development of the community. Its primary duty is to assist lot / homeowners in
maintaining compliance with the CCR in accordance with the uniform plan of development for
the Ridge Harbor Subdivision. The ACC has the authority to use its discretion in determining
if any planned construction, remodeling, renovation or landscaping is in harmony with and
meets the general requirements and guidelines for design and quality of construction as
determined by the CCR and/or the RHPOA Board of Directors. The ACC does not have
authority to approve any proposed or completed improvements that are in violation of any
CCR or other mandated restrictions or covenants.

Docks
shall be designed and constructed of high quality materials that compliment
the house and the neighborhood.

The constructions drawings must
include a site or plot plan, plan view, elevations (front, side and rear). The site
plan must be drawn to scale with all dimensions, setbacks and easements
depicted in addition to driveways, sidewalks, walls, fences, AC pad/s and
propane tank. Please note, the house, roof overhang, gutters, or any other part
of the house may not encroach into any setback or easement. The ACC has 30
days to review the submittal after all of the required information and samples
are received. ACC approvals remain in effect for 6 months.

A road maintenance assessment fee of $*("& must be paid at the time the
application is submitted. Make checks payable to Ridge Harbor Property
Owner’s Association. These funds are placed in the reserve account for road
repairs that result from normal wear and tear to the roads. NOTE: This
assessment does not include damage to the roads caused by the Owner’s
contractors and subcontractors in excess of normal wear and tear. Any
additional assessments will be determined by the ACC.

A deposit of $) &(('(( must be paid at the time the application is submitted.
This deposit will be held to cover any fines that may be levied for violations of
either the CCR or ACC Guidelines during the construction process. Upon
completion of construction and delivery of an approved Certificate of
Completion, the homeowner will be refunded the deposit less any fines
imposed. New homes may not be occupied without an approved Completion
Certificate.

All construction must be completed within one (1) year from the start of
construction. Start of construction is marked by the first site work or
materials/supplies delivered to the site. Construction will be deemed complete
when all exterior construction, including driveways and sidewalks, is complete
and the homeowner is issued a Certificate of Completion. A home may not be
occupied without an approved Certificate of Completion.

Landscaping must be completed within 90 days from the completion of
construction.

Construction area must be kept neat and clean. A 40 yd. metal dumpster and a
porta-potty must be installed and serviced until a Certificate of Completion is
approved. Erosion control such as a silt fence must be installed on all slopes
that lead to water. An orange snow fence must be installed on both sides and
at the rear of the construction site when or before framing begins. These
important barriers must be maintained throughout the construction process. All
related costs are at the Owner’s expense.

The Owner acknowledges responsibility for installing a grinder pump and
related tank required to pre-treat sewage (check LCRA specification). The
Owner understands and acknowledges that the grinder pump and related tank
may cost several thousand dollars and that the Owner has advised the
contactor of this requirement.

The Owner's home must meet the minimum square footage required as stated
in the deed restrictions (see 7.03 including amendment date June 5, 2000). Air-
conditioned area must be clearly indicated on the submitted drawings.

Propane tanks are allowed, but they must be hidden from view behind a wall
that matches the rock or brick on the home or buried underground. The
location of the tank must be shown on the site plan.

The elevation of the highest roof ridge or top elevation of the structure (not to
exceed 22 ft. or 35 ft. depending on lot and height restrictions in the deed
restrictions) must be located on the site plan. The elevation must be expressed
by finding the highest point on the lot or street directly in front of the lot,
whichever is greater, and making that point the benchmark of 100 and then
adding the height of the structure above the benchmark to 100.

All garages must be integral to the design of the planned home and attached by
a common wall to the main dwelling.

All gutters must be seamless and have a matching baked on paint finish and be
attached to the facia board of the roof.

All above ground lines to the lake must be installed in trenches or be covered
by a natural earth tone material approved by the ACC.

All materials, equipment, trash receptacles, porta pottys and all other related
items must be contained on the Owner’s property and not on any adjoining
property.

Prior to pouring the foundation for the house, a form board survey must be
approved by the ACC.

Prior to roofing the house the highest elevation must be certified and submitted
for approval to the ACC.

Each house must be identified with an address block displayed on the house
structure or on an address block on a driveway column or on an address block
in the landscaping. All address blocks shall have a light colored background
with dark numbers and be of the quality of commercially available address
blocks.

All dues and / or assessments both past and present must be paid in full before
any application will be approved by the ACC. Payments should be made to RH
POA.

The Owner is responsible for all errors and omissions of his/her contractors
and / or subcontractors. This list has been complied as a guideline only to
assist in the application process. It is the responsibility of the lot / homeowner
to consult CCR for complete information.

The Owner acknowledges that they have carefully reviewed the CCR for all
other important building requirements and conditions and the Owner’s
contractor has or will be advised of all of the requirements and conditions in the
CCR.

The undersigned understands and agrees that neither
the ACC nor the Ridge Harbor Property Owners Association is responsible to the
Owner or his property as a result of the violation of the CCR by the Owner, the
Owner’s agents, contractors and subcontractors. Further, the Owner agrees to
indemnify and hold harmless the ACC and the Ridge Harbor Property Owners
Association, their agents, officers, directors, and members against the same.

The ACC reviews plans for the purpose of external harmony of design and execution.
A review of the plans for compliance with building codes, structural integrity, or any
other purpose is the responsibility of others and not the ACC. The ACC, the RH POA,
their agents, officers, directors and members are not responsible in any manner for
damages incurred by the Owner for design or construction deficiencies or design or
construction plans and practices in violation of the CCR. Further, the Owner agrees to
comply with all of the information and guidelines herein and to indemnify and hold
harmless the ACC, RH POA, their agents, officers, directors and members against the
same.
