Recycling Information and Service

First of all, let me tell everyone what I recycle. I pick up aluminum cans, tin cans, plastic bottles that are numbered 1 or 2 (on the bottom of plastic bottles there is a number inside the recycle symbol. That number needs to be a 1 or 2 to recycle in Austin), the caps are a #5, so are not recyclable. I also pick up paper, (includes newspaper, junk mail, magazines, phone books...no paper towels, Kleenex, toilet tissue, or egg crates). Broken down cardboard boxes are also collected. Smashing of plastic bottles and aluminum cans is greatly appreciated as the room on my 24' trailer is limited. 

As of now my residential rates are $18 a month plus tax with weekly pickup on Tuesdays. I have bins available for a one time fee of $13 each plus tax (you would own the bin after purchase or you can supply your own bin(s). Since we are talking about 100 residents in one subdivision, I would lower the monthly rate to $13 plus tax and bin prices to $11 each plus tax.
